Hello Margaret:

Ecology reviewed the Groundwater Monitoring Memorandum Quarter No. 7 (GWMQ7), dated
January 22, 2024, and your request to decommission five on-Property monitoring wells due to
pending WSDOT construction activity on the Property. We are sending this Technical Assistance
email in advance of our response to the pending Property No Further Action opinion request, to
accommodate the WSDOT construction schedule for the SR 520 Bridge Replacement and HOV
Program.

Ecology provides the following conclusions and recommendations:

These five on-Property monitoring wells are proposed for decommissioning: MW-2-19, MW-
6-22, MW-7-22, MW-8-22, and MW-9-22 (see attached Site map).

The time-series data plot from the GWMQ7 (attached) confirms that groundwater samples
from the five monitoring wells have been compliant with Model Toxics Control Act (MTCA)
Method A groundwater cleanup levels for a minimum of five sequential quarterly monitoring
events. These data confirm a decreasing contaminant plume following completion of Site
remedial actions in July through September 2021.

Monitoring well decommissioning is a typical element of a Property No Further Action VCP
opinion letter, which confirms that a Property complies with MTCA cleanup levels for
impacted media. The VCP Opinion Letter for this Site dated March 22, 2022, confirmed
compliance with Method A soil cleanup levels on the Property. Site groundwater data also
confirmed results below vapor intrusion (VI) groundwater screening levels and absence of a VI
exposure pathway.

Ecology concurs with the proposed decommissioning of monitoring wells MW-2-19, MW- 6-
22, MW-7-22, MW- 8-22, and MW-9-22. Decommissioning must be completed in accordance
with WAC 173-160-460.

Document the well decommissioning in a memo to Ecology, for the VCP NW3242
administrative record.

Off-Property monitoring well MW-3-19 will remain in place and will be protected by WSDOT
for potential future sampling.

Hi Mike — Thank you for our conversation today.

As discussed, we have a request to decommission the on-property wells at the former Montlake
Market/Gas Station property. (Please note — This request does not include MW-3-19, which is the
off-property well.)

Graham, the Design-Builder on the SR520 Montlake Phase project, has permanent work in the area
of the monitoring wells. They are getting ready to proceed with grading the site, and the current
elevation of the wells will be different than the eventual finished grade. The contour and grading of
the site will allow the site to drain to a catch basin near MW-2-19 and allow them to have a stable
parking area. With the upcoming demo of the old arboretum ramps, the grading of this site will allow
Graham to relocate parking and storage currently in the arboretum ramp vicinity. In addition, MW-6-
22 conflicts with a permanent sidewalk at the location.

By decommissioning all the wells now, Graham can avoid conflicts associated with well protection
and potential damage to the wells through these construction activities.

Per the Q7 Report submitted on January 30, groundwater sampling results at these wells are below
clean up levels. We would appreciate if you could please review the Q7 report results and provide
feedback on the proposed decommissioning in a couple weeks. Please let us know if you have any
guestions or want to discuss.
