The Washington State Department of Ecology
and the City of Y akima have signed a Model
Toxics Control Act (MTCA, Chapter 70.105D
RCW) order to conduct a remedial
investigation/feasibility study (RI/FS)
followed by a Cleanup Action Plan (CAP) for
development of this site as apublic park. An
Agreed Order isalegal document formalizing
an agreement between Ecology and the
potentially liable persons (PLPs) to ensure that
proposed site activities are conducted in a
timely fashion and in accordance with MTCA
and other applicable laws and regulations.

Site Background

Kissel Park (the site) consists of 17 acres of
undevel oped land located between South 30th
and 32nd Avenues to the east and west and
Mead Avenue and Wide Hollow Creek on the
north and south, in Y akima, Washington. The
site was previously an orchard, where lead
arsenate was commonly used as an insecticide.
Levels of arsenic and lead are greater than
MTCA cleanup levels.

What isBeing Done?

The City and Ecology have signed this Agreed
Order to integrate the remedial action or
cleanup into the design and construction
phases of Kissel Park.

Environmental Study Plan, RI/FS
and CAP

The first phase of the remedial actions shall
include the preparation of an “Environmental
Study Plan” to collect datain support of a

focused RI/FS. The RI/FSincluded a pilot
study, in which the site will be subjected to
various soil tilling technologies. This Pilot
Study has been completed and Ecology has
received the draft RI/FS and CAP report.
Once approved, this report will be subjected
to concurrent public review.
