Thank you for submitting the groundwater monitoring report and Voluntary Cleanup Program
(VCP) opinion request for this Site.  Ecology is providing this email in response to your request
dated April 5, 2022 and the associated  Annual Groundwater Monitoring Report 2021, KCHA
Former Park Lake Homes, dated April 1, 2022.  The purpose of this email is to facilitate
continued collection of quarterly groundwater monitoring data at the Site, and to provide a
more timely response in advance of the VCP opinion letter.
 
Ecology provides the following comments:
 
·       Evaluating compliance with Method A groundwater cleanup levels for TPH-D and TPH-O


requires adding the two fractions and comparing their laboratory results to the cleanup
level, in accordance to the following Ecology guidance documents:

·       Therefore, Ecology does not concur with eliminating TPH-D from groundwater sampling of
monitoring well MW-2.  Also, please modify future Site reports by adding a column for
TPH-D+O in data tables, and adding TPH-D+O to the time-series data plot for monitoring
well MW-2.


 
·       Collection of representative groundwater samples from well MW-2 requires removal of


the ORC socks prior to sampling, and demonstration that the groundwater levels and
groundwater field parameters (especially dissolved oxygen) have stabilized prior to sample
collection.


 
·       Demonstration of compliance with groundwater cleanup levels requires collection of


consecutive quarterly groundwater samples; i.e., every 3 months.  The groundwater
sampling intervals at this Site have not provided consecutive quarterly data.
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Ecology appreciates the ongoing efforts of KCHA in pursuing cleanup of this Site under the
VCP.
