The Washington State Department of Ecology (Ecology) is asking for
your comments on the draft Cleanup Action Plan for the Chevron
Pipe Line Company Pasco Bulk Terminal site. The Cleanup Action Plan
describes Ecology’s proposed actions to finish cleaning up the site:

e Increase oxygen in groundwater by adding sleeves with
oxygen-releasing compounds to the monitoring wells. Oxygen
helps break down petroleum in groundwater more quickly.

e Continue monitoring groundwater quality to track cleanup
progress.

e Maintain barriers to keep the public from accessing the site
and contacting contamination, including signs, fences, and
prohibiting groundwater use.

The estimated cleanup time for this plan is 5 to 15 years at a cost of
$786,400.

In 2013, Tesoro Logistics Operations LLC (Tesoro), a subsidiary of
Marathon Petroleum Corporation, acquired the terminal and is
responsible for completing the Cleanup Action Plan once it’s final.
The draft legal agreement and scope of work and schedule are also
available for public comment.

Nearby drinking water is safe

An investigation in 2021 showed no threat to public drinking water.
Drinking water at the Lakeview Mobile Home Park, the neighborhood
nearest to the site, comes from a private well that is tested regularly
following Washington State Department of Health guidelines.

Site background

The 33-acre terminal has 18 tanks that store petroleum products above ground. It has been a bulk fuel-
storage facility since 1950. Fuel is transported to and from the terminal by pipelines, fuel trucks, and a
barge loading and unloading dock on the Snake River next to the terminal.

A number of petroleum spills happened at the terminal, including three spills of 600 barrels (25,200
gallons) each or more in 1976, 1978, and 1984. In each case, short-term cleanups were done to recover
petroleum and remove contaminated soil.

Next steps

Ecology will respond to all the comments we receive by March 7, 2023, and publish our responses after
that. We will hold an online public meeting if at least 10 people request it.

If we receive comments that cause us to change the draft Cleanup Action Plan, it will be available for
public comment for another 30 days. If not, the plan will become final, and Tesoro will follow it to
continue cleaning up the petroleum contamination in groundwater.

El Departamento de Ecologia del Estado de Washington (Ecologia) solicita sus comentarios sobre el
borrador del Plan de Accidn de Limpieza para el sitio de la Terminal de Graneles del oleoducto de la
empresa Chevron en Pasco. El Plan de Accién de Limpieza describe las acciones propuestas por Ecologia
para terminar de limpiar el sitio

e Aumentar el oxigeno en el agua subterrdanea agregando mangas con compuestos que liberan
oxigeno a los pozos de monitoreo. El oxigeno ayuda a descomponer el petréleo en aguas
subterraneas mas rapidamente.

e Continuar monitoreando la calidad del agua subterranea para seguir el progreso de la limpieza.

e Mantener barreras para evitar que el publico acceda al sitio y entre en contacto con la
contaminacion, incluyendo letreros, cercas y prohibicidn del uso de aguas subterraneas.

El tiempo estimado de limpieza para este plan es de 5 a 15 afios a un costo de $786,400.

En 2013, Tesoro Logistics Operations LLC (Tesoro), una subsidiaria de Marathon Petroleum Corporation,
adquirio la terminal y es responsable de completar el Plan de Accién de Limpieza una vez que sea
finalizada. El borrador del acuerdo legal, el alcance del trabajo y el calendario también estan disponibles
para comentarios publicos.

El agua potable cercana es segura

Una investigacién en 2021 mostré que no hay amenaza para el agua potable publica. El agua potable en
Lakeview Mobile Home Park, el vecindario mas cercano al sitio, proviene de un pozo privado que se
analiza regularmente siguiendo las guias del Departamento de Salud del Estado de Washington.

Fondo del sitio

La terminal de 33 acres tiene 18 tanques que almacenan productos derivados del petréleo en la
superficie. Ha sido una instalacién de almacenamiento de combustible a granel desde 1950. El
combustible se transporta hacia y desde la terminal por tuberias, camiones de combustible y un muelle
de carga a descarga de barcazas en el rio Snake, junto a la terminal.

Se produjeron varios derrames de petrdleo en la terminal, incluyendo tres derrames de 600 barriles
(25,200 galones) cada uno o mas en 1976, 1978 y 1984. En cada caso, se realizaron limpiezas a corto
plazo para recuperar el petréleo y eliminar la tierra contaminada.

Proximos pasos

Ecologia respondera a todos los comentarios que recibimos antes de la 7 de marcha, 2023, y después
publicaremos nuestras respuestas. Realizaremos una reunidn publica en linea si al menos 10 personas lo
solicitan.
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Si recibimos comentarios que nos obligan a cambiar el borrador del Plan de Accién de Limpieza, estara
disponible para comentarios publicos durante otros 30 dias. De no ser asi, el plan sera definitivo y
Tesoro lo seguira para continuar limpiando la contaminacién de petréleo en las aguas subterraneas.
