Hi Brani,

Thank you for submitting the Remedial Investigation Data Gap Work Plan (Work Plan) for Ecology’s comment.
Ecology concurs with the scope of the Work Plan including exploration locations and soil and groundwater
analyses. Light non-aqueous phase liquid (LNAPL) has been observed in MW-10 since 2007. To date, thickness of
LNAPL in MW-10 has not been reported. Ecology recommends measuring LNAPL thickness in MW-10 during
groundwater sampling discussed in the Work Plan.

Ecology appreciates your continued effort in characterizing the Site. Please feel free to reach out if questions
arise as the scope of the Work Plan is completed.

Attached for Ecology review is a Work Plan to perform additional characterization at the Morningside Acres
Tracts site. The scope of work provided in the Work Plan is consistent with the outcome of the discussions and
follow up emails between Ecology and Farallon. Due to the short time frame associated with the property
transaction, Farallon has scheduled the drilling work for July 17-19, without waiting for Ecology approval of the
Work Plan. This is not ideal, and we would much rather perform the work after Ecology provides concurrence
with the Work Plan; however, the Work Plan was carefully drafted to include all work elements that Ecology
requested during our communications regarding the remaining data gaps that need to be addressed to complete
the remedial investigation. Farallon would greatly appreciate if Ecology is able to provide verbal or email
concurrence with the Work Plan prior to the drilling date.

Farallon expects the newly acquired subsurface investigation data to be summarized in a Second Addendum to
the RI/FS Report, and provided for Ecology review on or before August 15, at which time we would kindly request
from Ecology to provide an expedited opinion on the sufficiency of characterization and selection of the
preferred cleanup alternative. Farallon will be in touch in regard to the deadlines imposed by the potential
property transaction.

Thank you for the suggestion. Ecology concurs with the location of your planned boring as it may aid in
delineating the southwestern extent of TPH in soils on the 5001 Parcel. Data from this exploration should be used
in conjunction with the data points we discussed during our meeting, including analysis of TPH-D with silica gel
cleanup and potential use of an empirical demonstration for the leaching pathway. We appreciate you working to
find solutions to gather additional data in this portion of the Site.

| also wanted to bring up soil sampling east of MW-17 since I’'m not sure we discussed it specifically during our
meeting yesterday. Soil at 15 feet bgs in MW-17 contained vinyl chloride above the Method B cleanup level.
Ecology recommends collecting soil samples from one of the proposed boring locations east of MW-17 to aid in
delineating the extent of vinyl chloride in soil in this area of the Site.

Hi David and Jing,
Thank you for the call and providing the assistance with this project. Just after completing the call, we thought of
a potential solution to obtaining soil data south of boring FB-23 by advancing an angled boring from the surface
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location near the southwest corner of the smoke shop and drilling to the north towards FB-23 to obtain a soil
sample at 13 feet bgs. The 13-foot deep soil sample would be collected beneath the shed west of the
approximate roof line of the smoke shop (see below) on the property line.

Would that be acceptable to Ecology to provide sufficient soil delineation to the south of boring FB-23, assuming
that the soil sample ends up being clean? Would the boring adjacent to FB-23 still be required to confirm the
prior results? Thanks,
