Hi Cory,

Thank you again for providing the initial results of your soil sampling effort at 503 Bella St. Here are
Ecology’s findings regarding the data:

e Soil samples collected from TA1-5 and TA1-6 confirm that the total area of TPH-O above the

cleanup level protective of animals and soil biota is approximately 250 ft2. Per WAC 173-340-
7492(2)(a)(i), Ecology concurs that the simplified TEE may be ended since the total area of

TPH-O above the cleanup level is less than 350 ft?,

e Soil samples collected from BP1-S2 and BP1-B2 contained benzene above the Method A
cleanup level. We discussed several options internally to address this remaining
contamination:

o Model natural degradation of benzene to estimate when the cleanup level may be met
at the Site. You may do this, but Ecology would still require confirmation samples be
collected from these two locations to ensure that conditions at the Site match those of
the model. Ecology could not issue a No Further Action (NFA) opinion until it is
confirmed that benzene is no longer present above the cleanup level.

o Record institutional controls at the Property to contain contamination. In this case, a
cap limiting access to remaining contamination and deed restrictions ensuring the
maintenance of the cap and restricting use of the property would likely be necessary. In
addition, since benzene is present above the cleanup level protective of leaching to
groundwater, a more robust demonstration that the release does not pose a risk to
groundwater would be necessary. Again, Ecology would not be able to issue an NFA
opinion until the deed restrictions were recorded with the county.

o Excavation of the remaining contamination is another option. This would be the most
permanent and protective option since remaining contamination would be removed.
Given the depth of contamination and results from adjacent confirmation samples, this
may be more cost-effective than the other options listed here in dealing with the
remaining contamination at the site.

Hi again Cory and Michael,

| was looking through the data we have for the site with respect to the Terrestrial Ecological
Evaluation (TEE). Since the site is located in an area with “undeveloped land” as defined in WAC 173
340-7491(1)(c)(iii) and some samples contain oil-range petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH-O) above the
natural background concentrations, it will be necessary to conduct a simplified TEE. Please see WAC
173-340-7492 for further discussion about the simplified TEE process. Two samples (TA1-S and TA1-
4) contain TPH-D above the cleanup levels protective of ecological receptors (460 mg/kg; see Table
749-2).

The best route to end the simplified may be to use an exposure analysis for this site (WAC 173-340-
7492(2)(a)(i)). Based on the findings from the rest of the site, it seems like the extent of soil
containing TPH-D above the cleanup level referenced above in Table 749-2 will be relatively limited.
To demonstrate this, Ecology recommends collecting two additional soil samples west and south of
TA1-4 at approximately the same depth. We can use the data from TA1-BS and TA7-W to bound the
north and east extent of contamination.

Please let me know if you have any questions about the TEE process. I’'m happy to set up another
meeting if that would be helpful as well.

Thank you for the productive discussion this morning, | appreciate your diligent work on the 503
Bella St site (Site). Ecology has a few recommendations for sampling and reporting for the Site
before we can issue our opinion letter.
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BP1 Confirmation Sampling

Characterization soil samples collected from location BP1 in October 2023 indicated that gasoline-
range petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH-G), benzene, and arsenic exceeded their respective Method A
cleanup levels in this area. Confirmation soil samples collected from the limits of the excavation
completed in January 2024 included analysis of TPH-G, but not benzene and arsenic. Ecology
recommends collecting an additional soil sample from the BP1 area at a depth of 0.5 to 1 foot below
ground surface (bgs) to confirm benzene and arsenic are not present above their respective Method
A cleanup levels in this area following the remedial excavation.

Soil to Groundwater Transport Pathway Evaluation
Ecology recommends additional discussion of hydrogeology at the Site to document the likelihood of
a release to groundwater at the Site:
e Discussion of depth to groundwater and inferred flow direction.
¢ Discussion of nearby water systems and potential impacts from Site contamination if any.
e Discussion of likelihood of groundwater impacts based on hydrogeology and nature of
releases at the Site.

The following resources may be helpful for discussion of Site hydrogeology:

e Source Water Assessment Program (SWAP) Maps

e Fcology’s Well Report Viewer

You may include the data and narrative in a revised Rl/Cleanup Action Report, or draft a separate
technical memorandum.

Additionally, before Ecology can issue you an NFA opinion for this Site, you must submit all sampling
data to Ecology’s Environmental Information Management (EIM) Database. Further information on
submitting Site data to EIM is available on EIM’s Webpage. If you require further assistance
