Thanks for taking my call last week. As we discussed, the two items listed below are
requirements of the environmental covenant. The covenant does not include specific details
on the documentation required by Ecology to demonstrate that these conditions of the
environmental covenant were completed. This email serves as that documentation.
 


Section 2.b. - Containment of Groundwater. The covenant indicates that the four
former concrete sedimentation basins shall be filled with clean inert material to ground
surface. In 2024, clean natural pit run was imported from Kangley Sand and Gravel, a
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quarry that mines native material, and used to fill the ponds.
Section 2.c. – Stormwater Facilities. The covenant indicates that three 48-inch
diameter, corrugated metal pipe dry wells shall be decommissioned in accordance with
WAC 173-160-381. The purpose of these features is unknown, but it appears that they
were used at some point for stormwater infiltration. Around 2020, the features were
backfilled and covered with quarry spalls. They are less than 10 feet in depth and not
regulated as wells under WAC 173-160. Therefore, there are no specific
decommissioning requirements. Farallon confirmed this with a licensed well driller.
