Geoff and | spoke on the phone last week regarding our request for additional vapor intrusion (VI)
evaluation at the site. We discussed the requests we’ve had to date and the necessity for additional
sampling at the Site. | met again with our toxicologist and regional Toxics Cleanup Program Section
Manager to confirm that additional VI evaluation is needed at the Site.

Per our understanding of the site, the tenant space adjacent to the former dry cleaner was not
treated with floor sealant to limit VI. The 2023 Periodic Review and 2024 Opinion letter identified
the potential need for further evaluation of VI at adjoining tenant spaces. Even though sampling
completed over the last year was successful in demonstrating that soils and groundwater to the
northwest and southeast of the former dry cleaner were not affected by releases, limited additional
investigation is still needed to ensure that adjacent tenant spaces are not affected by soil
contamination which remains in place below the former dry cleaner.

At this time, we are recommending you collect one additional 8-hr indoor air sample from the
tenant space to the southwest of the former dry cleaner. Since the sampling we are recommending
is limited, you may provide us with a brief email summarizing the results of additional sampling. An
additional technical memo is not necessary.

Please refer to Chapter 3.5 of the Guidance for Evaluating Vapor Intrusion in Washington State and
WAC 173-340-740(3)(b)(iii)(C)(Ill) for our rationale in requesting additional indoor air sampling.

Provided that concentrations of chlorinated solvents in the requested indoor air sample do not
exceed cleanup levels for commercial use, Ecology will not require further investigation at the Site
prior to revising the covenant. If you have any questions, please don’t hesitate to call the cell listed
in my signature. | am in meetings for the rest of the afternoon, but I'll be available tomorrow and
Friday. I'm also happy to set up a call with our toxicologist and the VCP Unit Supervisor if that would
be helpful for you all. Again, thank you for your diligence in investigating the site and understanding
of our recommendation for limited additional sampling.

Thank you again for submitting the Site Characterization Data Summary memo. After reviewing the
results of this investigation, Ecology has the following comments:

e Ecology concurs that the extent of tetrachloroethene (PCE) contamination has been
sufficiently delineated in soil. We recognize that additional soil sampling northeast and
southwest of the former dry cleaner tenant space is not possible currently due to limited
access inside buildings.

e Ecology concurs that groundwater has not been impacted by PCE at the Site. Groundwater
samples were collected from temporary wells installed in borings northwest and southeast of
the former dry cleaner tenant space.

e Indoor air samples collected from inside the former dry cleaner in November 2024 and July
2025 did not contain contamination above the Method B cleanup levels for unrestricted use.
The sample collected in July 2025 contained PCE above the laboratory reporting limit, but
below the Method B cleanup level for unrestricted use.

o In our comments in the December 2023 Periodic Review, Ecology identified the need
for additional vapor intrusion (VI) evaluation at adjacent tenant spaces. Based on the
results from the July 2025 indoor air sampling event, Ecology recommends conducting
additional VI evaluation at the tenant space to the southwest of the former dry cleaner
space.

Ecology understands that the grocery store to the northeast is owned by a different
party and that access is difficult. Since only the former dry cleaner space was treated
with floor sealant in 2005, additional VI evaluation is needed in the southwest-
adjacent tenant space to ensure VI is not occurring across the untreated slab.
Ecology recommends collecting sub-slab vapor samples in addition to indoor air
samples to gather further information about the potential extent of PCE below the
existing structures.

Please let me know if you have any questions about the recommendations above. I'd be happy to set
up a call to discuss the Site and steps needed to address Ecology’s concerns from the Periodic
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Review.
