Tribal engagement in contamination cleanup
The purpose of this Tribal Engagement Plan is for the Washington Department of Ecology (Ecology) to invite affected Tribes as sovereign nations to learn about and consider their rights and interests for Ecology-conducted and Ecology-supervised cleanup sites. 
Ecology’s goal is to provide timely information, effective communication, continuous opportunities for collaboration, and when necessary, government-to-government consultation, as appropriate for each cleanup site. 
Site information
The West of 4th cleanup site is between 4th Avenue South and the Lower Duwamish Waterway in Seattle. This cleanup is for co-mingled groundwater contamination from four businesses. These businesses are:

Dear Janelle Anderson & Erin Hobbs, 
Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the West of 4th - Georgetown Cleanup to oversee cleanup of co-mingled groundwater contamination from four businesses located at west of 4th Street in the Georgetown Neighborhood of Seattle. The Duwamish Tribe understands that the four businesses are Art Brass Plating, Blaser Die Casting, Capital Industries and Burlington Environmental. We further understand that the cleanup site has been divided into 2 units, Site Unit 1, for the northern portion, and Site Unit 2, for the southern portion. According to your online site documents, we note that, "Soil and groundwater are contaminated with chlorinated volatile organic compounds at both site units. In Site Unit 1 soil and groundwater are also contaminated with nickel and other toxic metals."
Based on the information provided and our understanding of the project and its APE, the Duwamish Tribe would recommend an archaeological or cultural resources assessment, especially if any groundbreaking activity occurs below fill, topsoil or other impervious surfaces into native soil. This is an area that the Duwamish Tribe considers culturally significant and has a High probability to have unknown archaeological deposits. We note that there are 12 ancestral place names within about a mile of the project location. The DAHP WISAARD predictive model indicates that an archaeological survey is highly advised with a very high risk for encountering cultural resources.
The Duwamish Tribe requests that if any archaeological work or monitoring is performed, we would like notification. Cultural and archaeological resources are non-renewable and are best discovered prior to ground disturbance. The Tribe would also like the opportunity to be present if or when an archaeologist is on site.

Dear Nancy,
Thank you for your comment. We always want to make sure that cultural and historic preservation is respected.
Here are some more details about the work that will be performed. There is no soil excavation proposed as part of the remedy. The ground disturbing activity will be limited to some injection points for pH neutralization of groundwater, on the Art Brass property, and ISCR (in-situ chemical reduction). There will be about 10 injection points for ISCR, the exact number will be determined during engineering design phase, all of those injections are along Fidalgo street.
The document states that "This analysis will include an evaluation to assess potential for presence and discovery of historic, archaeological, or cultural resources at the Site. Appropriate measures will be taken to evaluate the potential for presence of these resources." We will include your comment as part of that evaluation and recommendation. Additionally, does the Tribe want to have someone present during the drilling of injection points? Please let me know if that is the case and I will be certain to arrange access.

Tribal Engagement Process
This Tribal Engagement Plan proposes actions Ecology will take to provide timely and relevant information and offer meaningful engagement opportunities to Tribes during investigation and cleanup of Ecology-conducted and Ecology-supervised contaminated sites. 
Tribal Engagement for this site is separate from and in addition to public involvement. Tribes and indigenous peoples are welcome to also participate in Ecology’s public involvement process. Ecology’s Public Participation Plan[footnoteRef:7] for the site has more information about that process. Ecology invites each Tribe to share their perspective on what constitutes meaningful engagement for this site, enabling Ecology to develop a more effective process. 
Ecology’s Tribal Engagement Responsibilities under the Model Toxics Control Act (MTCA)
Ecology will initiate engagement with affected Tribes before a remedial investigation or an interim action at a site, or as early in the investigation and cleanup process as possible.
Ecology will seek to maintain meaningful engagement with Tribes throughout the cleanup process.

Ecology’s Tribal Engagement Plan proposed actions:
· Invite potentially affected Tribes as early as possible in the cleanup process to share and discuss information about the site and to understand the Tribes’ concerns.
· Provide a copy of the Tribal Engagement Plan to potentially affected Tribes for review and comment.
· Invite the Tribes to share their preferred engagement process and propose any changes to this Tribal Engagement Plan.  
· Provide early notifications and opportunities for collaboration and input at specific points in the cleanup process. See Table 1. 
· Communicate project timelines, review timeframes, and comment period deadlines[footnoteRef:10]. [10:  Ecology aims to finalize documents shortly after close of comment periods.] 

· Provide tribes at least as much time to provide input as provided to the public in each stage in the process. 
· Notify potentially affected Tribes when Ecology identifies a potentially liable person  under WAC 173-340-500.
· Meet with Tribes upon request.
· Keep effective communication open throughout the cleanup process.
· If long-term monitoring is required for the cleanup, learn from the Tribes what level of engagement is preferred during monitoring.
· If a Tribe requests government-to-government consultation, engage Ecology leadership and facilitate that process.
