Historical releases are associated with this former railroad switchyard facility which also included refueling 
(Bunker C & diesel) ASTs and other ASTs and USTs that contained other petroleum hydrocarbons.  Various 
process areas were investigated during the uplands RI.  There is also an in-water component with impacted 
sediments and surface water.  The in-water contamination resulted from a release in an area which was formerly 
part of the uplands but was later inundated after completion of the Dalles Dam.   Completion of the dam 
resulted in a rise in water level of about 40 feet.

The area off-shore from the uplands portion of the site is part of Zone 6, a treaty-allotted fishing area for the 
Confederated Tribes and Bands of the Yakama Nation.  Tribal members engage in subsistence fishing in that 
area.
