Petroleum releases associated with historic storage, fuel transfer operations, and a pipeline abandoned in 1966
resulted in soil and groundwater contamination. Although site infrastructure was removed in the 1980s, residual
contamination remained in shallow soil and groundwater. The Port of Port Angeles is now addressing these
impacts through an MTCA interim action focused on source removal and groundwater monitoring.
