Description of proposal:

A Model Toxics Control Act cleanup action will be conducted at the Boeing Kent Space Center Site in accordance with an Agreed Order (which will include a Cleanup Action Plan) between the Washington Department of Ecology and The Boeing Company. The cleanup action consists of:
· Groundwater monitoring using existing groundwater monitoring wells to monitor natural attenuation of arsenic present in groundwater.
· Deed restrictions will be required of the landowners to maintain the integrity of the monitoring systems, restrict groundwater use, prevent construction of new stormwater facilities, and limit non-residential uses.

Location of proposal:  

The Site is located in Kent, Washington and is bounded by South 208th Street to the south, 68th Avenue South to the east, South 199th Place to the north, and by 59th Place South to the west. The Site includes the Boeing Kent Space Center and several adjacent parcels.

Institutional controls will be used to limit or prohibit activities that may result in exposure to hazardous substances at the Site. Groundwater institutional controls will only apply to site property parcels.
