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1.0   INTRODUCTION 
 

This document is the Department of Ecology’s review of post-cleanup site conditions and 
monitoring data to assure that human health and the environment are being protected at the 
Gailleon Park Senior Center (Site).  Cleanup at this Site was implemented under the Model 
Toxics Control Act (MTCA), Chapter 173-340 of the Washington Administrative Code (WAC).  

 
Cleanup activities at this Site were completed under the Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP).  
The cleanup actions resulted in residual concentrations of lead and arsenic that exceed MTCA 
Method A cleanup levels for soil established under WAC 173-340-740(2).  WAC 173-340-420 
(1) requires that “ if the department selects or approves a cleanup action that results in hazardous 
substances remaining at a site at concentrations which exceed Method A or Method B cleanup 
levels established under WAC 173-340-700 through 173-340-760 or if conditional points of 
compliance have been established, the department shall review the cleanup action no less 
frequently than every five years after the initiation of such cleanup action to assure that human 
health and the environment are being protected”.  

 
When evaluating whether human health and the environment are being protected, the factors the 
department shall consider include [WAC 173-340-420(2)]: 
 
(a) The effectiveness of ongoing or completed cleanup actions; 
(b) New scientific information for individual hazardous substances of mixtures present at the 

Site; 
(c) New applicable state and federal laws for hazardous substances present at the Site; 
(d) Current and projected Site use; 
(e) Availability and practicability of higher preference technologies; and 
(f) The availability of improved analytical techniques to evaluate compliance with cleanup 

levels. 
 
The department shall publish a notice of all periodic reviews in the Site register and provide an 
opportunity for public comment. 
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2.0   SUMMARY OF SITE CONDITIONS 

 
2.1 Site History 

 
The Gailleon Park Senior Center Site is located in the City of Yakima, Yakima County, 
Washington.  A vicinity map is available as Appendix 6.1 and a site plan is available as 
Appendix 6.2.  Following remedial activities that took place between 2002 and 2003, a 
restrictive covenant was recorded for the property and the Site received a No Further Action 
determination in 2003. 
 
The Site was occupied by a pear orchard during the early to mid 1900s.  In 1974, the property 
was gifted to the City of Yakima.  The Site remained vacant and was used as a park until 2000, 
when the City obtained funding to construct a senior center. 
 
2.2 Site Investigations 
 
In 2002, Ecology conducted a soil sampling event at the Site on behalf of the City of Yakima.  
Analysis of the samples was done with an X-Ray fluorescence meter (XRF).  A subset of the 
samples was sent to an analytical laboratory to validate the XRF results.  Soil samples were 
collected from the upper one foot of the soil profile.  Lead was detected up to a maximum 
concentration of 799 parts per million (ppm), and arsenic was detected up to a maximum 
concentration of 99 ppm.   
 
2.3 Remedial Activities 
 
Construction plans for the Senior Center proposed to cover the majority of the Site with asphalt 
parking, concrete walkways, and structures.  For this reason, capping was selected as the 
remedial action for the Site.  The selected cleanup plan required that all contaminated soils 
should be covered with 12 inches of clean soil.   
 
Fill material was imported from the Anderson Pit in Yakima, Washington.  A sample of the fill 
soil was analyzed for lead and arsenic.  Neither lead nor arsenic were detected in the fill material 
above background concentrations.  Compacted fill was placed across the Site at a minimum 
thickness of 12 inches.  In some areas, up to 4 feet of clean fill was placed at the Site to meet the 
required grade. 
 
Construction of the Senior Center facility took place after the Site was capped.  Excavation into 
the soil cap was required to install utilities for the facility.  Handling of contaminated soils 
during excavation followed the Contaminated Soils management and Inspection Plan, which was 
created as part of the Project Manual for the Site.  Clean fill and contaminated soils were 
segregated during excavation.  All contaminated soils were placed back into utility trenches a 
minimum of 12 inches below grade.  Excess soils that could not be backfilled were transported 
offsite to an approved landfill. 
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2.4 Restrictive Covenant 
 
The Restrictive Covenant recorded for the Site in 2003 imposes the following limitations: 
 

1. Any activity that may result in the release of a hazardous substance that remains as part 
of the remedial action is prohibited.  The owner will maintain the property following the 
institutional controls listed below: 

a. Appropriate ground cover or landscaping shall be maintained for all unpaved 
surfaces. 

b. The owner must follow an annual inspection plan to monitor surface conditions at 
the Site. 

c. A soil management plan must be followed to manage soils brought up by digging 
activities. 

2. Any activity that may interfere with the integrity of the remedial action is prohibited.   
3. The owner or successor owner of the Site must give written notice of intent to convey any 

interest in the Site. 
4. The owner must restrict leases to uses and activities consistent with the restrictive 

covenant. 
5. The owner or successor owner must notify and obtain approval from Ecology prior to any 

use of the Site that is inconsistent with the terms of the Covenant. 
6. The owner or successor owner shall grant Ecology the right to enter the site at reasonable 

times. 
7. The owner or successor owner reserves the right to remove this Covenant with Ecology’s 

approval.
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3.0   PERIODIC REVIEW 
 
3.1 Effectiveness of completed cleanup actions 
 
Clean soil, asphalt, and building structures continue to serve as a cap for the Site and eliminate 
the human exposure pathways (ingestion, contact) to contaminated soils.  Based upon the site 
visit conducted on September 18, 2008, no repair, maintenance or contingency actions have been 
required.  A photo log is available as Appendix 6.4. 
 
The Restrictive Covenant for the Site was recorded and is in place.  Appendix 6.3 is a copy of 
the Restrictive Covenant for the Site.  This Restrictive Covenant prohibits activities that will 
result in the release of contaminants contained as part of the cleanup without Ecology’s approval, 
and prohibits any use of the property that is inconsistent with the Covenant.  This Restrictive 
Covenant serves to assure the long term integrity of the cap. 
 
Conclusions:   
 
Soils with arsenic and lead concentrations higher than MTCA Method A cleanup levels are still 
present at the Site.  However, the cap prevents human exposure to this contamination by 
ingestion and direct contact with soils.  The Restrictive Covenant for the property will ensure 
that the integrity of the caps will be protected through maintaining the current use of the Site. 
 
3.2 New scientific information for individual hazardous substances 

for mixtures present at the Site 
 
There is no new pertinent scientific information for the contaminants related to the Site. 
 
3.3 New applicable state and federal laws for hazardous substances 

present at the Site 
 
The cleanup at the site was governed by Chapter 173-340 WAC (1996 ed.). WAC 173-340-
702(12)(c) [2001 ed.] provides that,  
 
“A release cleaned up under the cleanup levels determined in (a) or (b) of this subsection shall 
not be subject to further cleanup action due solely to subsequent amendments to the provision in 
this chapter on cleanup levels, unless the department determines, on a case-by-case basis, that the 
previous cleanup action is no longer sufficiently protective of human health and the 
environment.” 
 
Contamination remains at the site above MTCA Method A cleanup levels and the cleanup action 
is still protective of human health and the environment. 
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3.4 Current and projected site use 
 
The Site is currently used for commercial purposes.  There have been no changes in current or 
projected future site or resource uses. 
 
3.5 Availability and practicability of higher preference technologies 
 
The remedy implemented included removal/recycling of hazardous substances as well as 
containment, and it continues to be protective of human health and the environment.  While 
higher preference cleanup technologies may be available, they are still not practicable at this 
Site. 
 
3.6 Availability of improved analytical techniques to evaluate 

compliance with cleanup levels 
 
The analytical methods used at the time of the remedial action were capable of detection well 
below MTCA Method A cleanup levels.  The presence of improved analytical techniques would 
not effect decisions or recommendations made for the Site. 
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4.0     CONCLUSIONS 
 

• The cleanup actions completed at the Site is protective of human health and the 
environment. 

 
• Soils cleanup levels have not been met at the Site; however, under WAC 173-340-

740(6)(d), the cleanup action is determined to comply with cleanup standards, since the 
long-term integrity of the containment system is ensured and the requirements for 
containment technologies in WAC 173-340-360(8) have been met.  

 
• The Restrictive Covenant for the property is in place and will be effective in protecting 

public health and the environment from exposure to hazardous substances and protecting 
the integrity of the cleanup action.  

 
Based on this periodic review, the Department of Ecology has determined that the requirements 
of the Restrictive Covenant have been satisfactorily completed.  No additional actions are 
required by the property owner.  It is the property owner’s responsibility to continue to inspect 
the site to assure that the integrity of the cap is maintained. 
 
4.1 Next Review 
 
The next review for the site will be scheduled five years from the date of this periodic review.  In 
the event that additional cleanup actions or institutional controls are required, the next periodic 
review will be scheduled five years from the completion of those activities.
