Site Background

In June 1990, Ecology detected elevated levels of gasoline constituents in domestic drinking
water wells located downgradient of the property. A release from an underground storage tank
(UST) system associated with a former Texaco service station was determined to be the source of
the ground water contamination. Ecology and the former property owner entered into a Mixed
Funding Consent Decree (where Ecology provided for funding in the form of a loan for a portion
of the cleanup cost) in 1992 to investigate and clean up the Site. Fred

Meyer Stores, Inc. purchased the property in 1999 and continued independent cleanup actions
consistent with the Consent Decree. In 2011 Ecology closed out the Consent Decree with the
previous owner and signed an Agreed Order in 2012 with Fred Meyer Stores, Inc. to conduct final
cleanup actions and compliance monitoring.

Contaminants of Concern

Hazardous substances cleaned up at the Site that occurred in soil and ground water were:

e Gasoline-range petroleum hydrocarbons
e Gasoline constituents including benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene and xylenes (BTEX)

What Was Done to Clean Up The Site?

Cleanup actions began in 1995 when Ecology installed and operated a petroleum free product
recovery system and vapor extraction system known as Air Sparging and Soil Vapor Extraction
(AS/SVE). The systems were shut down in 1998 due to property redevelopment. All of the
underground storage tanks were removed and decommissioned from the Site. Fred Meyer Stores,
Inc. proceeded to build a new gas station and a new soil and ground water AS/SVE system at the
property. The AS/SVE systems were shut down in November 2013 to begin post-remediation
monitoring to confirm that this Site has achieved and maintained cleanup. After the AS/SVE
system was shut off, four quarters of groundwater monitoring showed gasoline and BTEX
concentrations were below and remained below state cleanup standards. The groundwater
monitoring confirmed that this Site has achieved and maintained cleanup level.

Ecology has determined that the Site meets state cleanup standards for protection of human health
and the environment. Therefore, this Site can be delisted from the Hazardous Sites List.

What Happens Next?

After the 30-day comment period, Ecology will review and respond to the public comments
received regarding the proposed delisting. If no significant changes are made, this Site will be
removed from the Hazardous Sites List.

Propuesto de remover el Sitio de la empresa Tiendas
Fred Meyer, Inc. de la Lista de Sitios Peligrosos

Periodo de Comentario Publico: 29 de mayo - 29 de junio, 2015

El Departamento de Ecologia del Estado de Washington (Ecologia) propone remover el Sitio de la
empresa Tiendas Fred Meyer, Inc. de la Lista de Sitios Peligrosos. Este Sitio esta ubicado en 1900 SE
Calle Sedgewick en Port Orchard, WA.

Ecologia incluyo la propiedad a la Lista de Sitios Peligrosos en 1991. El Sitio fue examinado por medio
de un Categorizacion de Peligro del Sitio (SHA, por sus siglas en inglés) y fue categorizado como “3”
segun el Método de Clasificacion de Washington (WARM, por sus siglas en inglés). El WARM utiliza
una escala de clasificaciones de 1 a 5, donde “1” representa el peligro mayor y “5” representa el peligro
menor. Este método de clasificacion estima el peligro potencial a la salud humana y al medio ambiente
con relacion a otros sitios existentes en el Estado de Washington.

Ecologia y el duefio anterior de la propiedad firmaron un Decreto de Consentimiento en 1992 para
investigar y limpiar la contaminacion presente en el sitio. La empresa Tiendas Fred Meyer, Inc. compr6
la propiedad en 1999 y sigui6 haciendo acciones independientes de limpieza que fueron consistentes con
el Decreto de Consentimiento.

En abril de 2011, Ecologia completd el Decreto de Consentimiento con el duefio anterior y entrd en
negociaciones con la empresa Tiendas Fred Meyer, Inc. para un Orden de Acuerdo. El orden describira
las acciones finales de limpieza y el monitoreo del agua subterranea. El orden fue firmado en mayo de
2012.

Entre 1995 y 2013, también se llevaron a cabo acciones correctivas (de limpieza) en el Sitio para remover
sustancias petroleras. Estas acciones correctivas fueron exitosas en remover una cantidad significante de
gasolina de los suelos y agua subterranea debajo del Sitio. Se han notado una reduccion consistente de los
niveles de gasolina y BTEX en el agua subterrdnea debajo del Sitio después de las acciones correctivas.

Las acciones correctivas terminaron en noviembre de 2013 y el monitoreo pos-remediacion comenzé. El
monitoreo ha confirmado que el Sitio estd cumpliendo con las normas estatales de limpieza para la
proteccion de la salud humana y del medio ambiente. Entonces, se puede remover este Sitio de la Lista de
Sitios Peligrosos.
