Site Background and Cleanup Action

Metro acquired the South Dearborn Site in 1974 for use in transit operations, including maintenance,
fueling and storage. Before 1974, a private transit company owned and used the property. When Metro
removed five underground storage tanks in 1990, Metro identified petroleum leakage and contaminated
soils. The soils were contaminated with gasoline, diesel, oil, and solvents commonly added to gasoline.
The solvents include benzene and 1,2-Dichloroethane. Later, groundwater was identified as having
elevated petroleum and these two solvents.

The Site Cleanup Plan required three major tasks:

e Demolition of the structures on Site.

e Removal and treatment of petroleum contaminated soils.

e Treatment of deep soils and groundwater using vapor extraction with air-sparging system, and
monitored natural attenuation.

Demolition of the buildings was completed in March 1995. Excavation and removal of petroleum
contaminated soils was conducted in 1995-1996. Almost twice the volume of contaminated soils was
removed than was initially estimated. Ecology sent a “Notice of Completion for Soils Remediation” to
Metro on June 28, 1996, stating that the soils remediation was completed, with groundwater monitoring to
continue. The Site was restored for beneficial use to the community.

With the increased volume of excavated soils, a much greater volume of source contamination was
removed which reduced the need for groundwater treatment. In 1996, Ecology and Metro agreed to
conduct Monitored Natural Attenuation for groundwater, which continued through 2012.

New Site Owner & Finishing Groundwater Cleanup

The Seattle Chinatown International District Preservation and Development Authority (PDA) signed a
purchase agreement with Metro in 1995. The PDA purchased the Site in 1996. Metro continued
groundwater treatment and monitoring. Metro’s April 6, 2012, Groundwater Compliance Cleanup Report
showed that the Site had met groundwater standards. With the state cleanup regulations for the whole Site
now satisfied, Ecology is proposing to remove the Site from the state Hazardous Sites List.

What Happens Next?

Ecology will review all comments. If there are no significant changes needed for the proposal, Ecology
will approve the petition to close the CD from King County Superior Court, and delist this Site from the
state Hazardous Sites List. If there are significant changes, then Ecology will request a new public
comment period.

El Departamento de Ecologia del Estado de Washington y el Departamento de Transportacion “Metro Transit”
del Condado de King firmaron un acuerdo legal para limpiar la contaminacién en el Sitio “South Dearborn™ de
Metro Transit (Sitio). El Sitio esta ubicado en 802 South Dearborn Street, Seattle, e incluye dos parcelas, una
al este (cuyos ocupantes incluyen ICHS), y una al oeste (cuyos ocupantes incluyen el Centro Comunitario del
Barrio Chino del Distrito Internacional y el Sucursal Internacional de la Biblioteca Publica de Seattle en la
Avenida Octava Sur).

“Metro Transit” firmé un acuerdo legal con Ecologia para limpiar la contaminacion de petréleo en el Sitio. El
acuerdo, conocido como un Decreto de Consentimiento (CD, por sus siglas en inglés) fue firmado en 1994.
Las acciones de limpieza para el Sitio fueron completadas en 1995-1996. Ecologia emitié un “Aviso de
Completacion para la Remediacion de Suelos™ a Metro en el 28 de junio, 1996. El aviso dijo que las acciones
de limpieza para los suelos fueron completadas pero se van a continuar el monitoreo del agua subterranea. El
Sitio fue restaurado para el uso beneficial de la comunidad. La accion de limpiar el agua subterranea fue
completada entre 1996 y 2012.

Ecologia propone cerrar el CD que contiene el Plan de Accion del Limpieza, y también remover el Sitio de la
Lista de Sitios Peligrosos estatal. Metro ha completado todos los trabajos de limpieza y ha cumplido con los
requisitos de limpieza segun el CD y las regulaciones estatales de limpieza. Debido a la limpieza, ya no se
requiere una restriccion en el titulo del Sitio para el agua subterranea.
