The Washington State Department of Ecology (Ecology) received your request for an opinion on
your independent cleanup of the Zip Trip #25 facility (Site). This letter provides our opinion.
We are providing this opinion under the authority of the Model Toxics Control Act (MTCA),
Chapter 70. 105D RCW.

Issue Presented and Opinion

Is further remedial action necessary to clean up contamination at the Site?

NO. Ecology has determined that no further remedial action is necessary to clean
up contamination at the Site.

This opinion is dependent on the continued performance and effectiveness of the
post-cleanup controls specified below. '

This opinion is based on an analysis of whether the remedial action meets the substantive require-

ments of MTCA, Chapter 70.105D RCW, and its implementing regulations, Chapter 173-340
WAC (collectively “substantive requirements of MTCA”). The analysis is provided below.

Description of the Site

This opinion applies only to the Site described below. The Site is defined by the nature and
extent of contamination assoc1ated with the following release:

o Petroleum Hydrocarbons into.the Soil.
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Enclosure Aincludes a detaﬂed descnptmn and diagram of the Site, as currently known to
Ecology.

Please note a‘parcel of real property can be affected by mu‘ltipler sites. .At this time, we have no
information that the parcel associated with this Site is affected by other sites.

Analysis of the Cleanup

- Ecology has concluded that no further remedlal action is necessary to clean up contanunatzon
at the Site. That conclusion is based on the following analysis:

1. Characterization of the Site.

Ecology has determined your characterization of the Site is sufficient to establish cleanup
standards and select a cleanup action. The Site is described above and in Enclosure A.

The lateral and vertical extent of petroleum hydrocarbons in soil was defined.
Contamination does not extend off property and groundwater is not cons1dered to have
: been impacted.

The selected cleanup action was to define the extent of soil contamination, cap the Site,
and implement institutional controls. -

Cleanup. -

Ecology has determined the cleanup you performed meets the cleanup standards estab-
lished for the Site. This determination is dependent on the continued performance and
effectlveness of the post—cleanup controls specitied below. -

The extent of soil contamination was defined by soil borings. The Site is capped to
prevent infiltration and mobilization of contaminants. An Environmental Covenant was
required because the remedral actions resulted in residual concentrations of contammants

at the site,

Post-Cleanup Controls

Post Aclear-lup controls are remedial actions performed after the cleanup to maintain corﬁpliant:e
with cleanup standards. This opinion is dependent on the continued performance and effective-
ness of the following:

Compliance with institutional controls.

Institutional controls prohibit or limit activities that may interfere with the integrity of
engineered controls or result in exposure to hazardous substances The following
institutional control is necessary at the Site:

e The contaminated soil was capped to prevent movement of, or exposure to, hazardous

‘Heology will conduct periodic reviews of post-cleanup conditions at the Site to ensure that they
remain protective of human health and the environment, If Ecology determines, based on a

- periodic review, that further remedial action is necessary at the Site, then Ecology will withdraw
this opinion.

Listing of the Site

Based on this opinion, Ecology will remove the Site from our Confirmed and Suspected
Contammated Sites List and Leaking Underground Storage Tank List. -

‘Limitations of the Opinion

1. Opinion does not settle liability with the state.

Liable persons are stricﬂy liable, jointly and severally, for all remedial action costs and
for all natural resource damages resulting from the release or releases of hazardous
substances at the Site, This opinion does not;

o Resolve or alter a person’s liability to the state.
e Protect liable persons from contribution claims by third parties.

To settle liability with the state and obtain protection from contribution claims, a person
must enter into a consent decree with Ecology under RCW 70.105D.040(4).

2. Opinion does not constitute a determination of substantial equivalence.

To recover remedial action costs from other liable persons under MTCA, one must
demonstrate that the action is the substantial equivalent of an Ecology-conducted or
Ecology-supervised action. This opinion does not determine whether the action you
performed is substantially equivalent. Courts make that determination. See RCW
70.105D.080 and WAC 173-340-545. :
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3. State is immune from liability.

- The state, Ecoiogy, and its officers and empioyees are immune from all liability, and no
cause of action of any nature may arise from any act or omission in providing this .
opinion. .See RCW 70.105D.030(1)(1).
