Sand excavation was performed from a ravine from 1969 to 1971, and the area was reclaimed with a permitted landfill from

1972 to 1983. Peripheral areas of the landfill will be excavated and consolidated, reducing the landfill area from 9.6 to 6.8 acres.
The landfill will be closed under current landfill regulations as a Limited Purpose Landfill, and be subject to financial assurance

and post-closure care requirements.
