Updated cleanup plans and legal agreement

The Washington Department of Ecology is working with property owners to
clean up contamination from historic use on the East Bay Redevelopment
site in downtown Olympia. New development is planned for one portion of
that site, at 510 State Ave NE (see site map on back page).

We want to hear from you!

We invite written comments on the cleanup documents from February 15 to

March 19, 2018. Comments are invited on three documents:

e Anupdated agreed order — a legal agreement that requires the
property owners to follow specific cleanup plans.

e Updated cleanup action plan — outlines the recommended cleanup.

e State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) review — describes the
potential environmental impacts of the work.

New plans for cleanup

Cleanup work was finished in 2017 for the East Bay Redevelopment site.
That cleanup allowed for development that did not disturb the cap. The
property owners—the City of Olympia, the Port of Olympia, and LOTT—are
formally changing the cleanup plans to allow for construction and
development that will disturb the cap during construction. The new cleanup
action plan requires measures to protect people and the environment
during and after construction of the new development.

Contamination & completed cleanup

Historical industrial activities on the site contaminated soil and/or
groundwater with petroleum products, dioxins and furans, and metals.

To clean up the site, soil that had contaminant concentrations above a
threshold called a remediation level was removed. Contaminated soil that
remained was covered with a cap of clean soil, pavement, or buildings. Tests
showed that the groundwater is no longer contaminated.
