The Public Notice of Application was posted on  
April 3, 2024, and April 10, 2024. This is a 2-year 
long pilot project that uses innovative technology to  
remove CO2 from the ocean and evaluates the ef- 
fects of releasing high alkaline discharge back into 
the ocean. By studying this discharge and its ef- 
fects on the ocean, this innovative technology can 
be developed further. The project will gradually  
ramp up operations, with monitoring and controls in 
place to ensure that any adverse impacts on aquat- 
ic life are addressed. After evaluating the permit ap- 
plication and other available information, a draft 
permit has been developed which would allow the  
discharge of processed oceanwater from Project 
Macoma’s modular treatment facility to the Port An- 
geles Harbor. The processed oceanwater must  
meet the requirements of the Washington State  
Water Pollution Control Act and applicable regula- 
tions for a permit to be issued.
